Sora’s manifest was previously unavailable, so I investigated her outward passenger manifest at the Public Records Office in London (Ref: BT27/837, Part I). I discovered her Contract Ticket No was 314111, and she was listed as “Sore Kowalsky”, an adult, travelling Third Class to New York. She was 17 years old, a citizen of Russia and had arrived in England at the port of Grimsby on the “SS Dewsbury”.
